In the Spring of 1982, through an initiative of the then Department of Cultural Affairs and the
Associated Manitoba Arts Festivals, public meetings were held in which Manitoba dance teachers,
choreographers and dancers were brought together to identify and discuss topics of common
concern.

The discussions led to the formation of an organization to promote dance and dance development in
Manitoba. First called the Manitoba Association of Dance, the name was changed to Dance Manitoba
on February 24, 1983, when the company was incorporated as a provincial non-profit organization.
Dance Manitoba is recognized as a registered charity with Canada Customs and Revenue.

Dance Manitoba is governed by a volunteer board of directors. Membership is open to individuals,
groups and organizations interested in dance.
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
